Kim Barlow is an international touring and recording artist, based 
in the Yukon. Her first three recordings, Humminah, Gingerbread 
and Luckyburden were released on the Caribou Records label.

Kim Barlow’s new recording, Champ, is a collection of earthy, wry 
allegories about love, death and horses.

A spontaneous 
and intimate energy is revealed in these recordings from the live, 
woody room at Old Crow Recording studio, in spite of, or maybe 
because of, the record-breaking cold snap during which the music 
was made.
